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CPCF GRANTS AT WORK United Negro College Fund

With your help, students in need helped achieve their 
dreams of higher education.

A $1,500 grant was awarded to UNCF, the United Negro 
College Fund.

UNCF is the largest minority education assistance organization 
in the United States. Since its inception, UNCF has raised nearly 
$5 billion to support its scholarship program. This year, UNCF 
celebrates its 75th anniversary.

UNCF awards scholarships to local minority students through its 
Northwest Indiana Scholarship Program. Through grant awards, 
special events, and community partnerships, the UNCF Northwest 
Indiana Leadership Council awards as much as $30,000 each 
year to outstanding students at the colleges of their choice, 
whether in state or at a member HBCU (Historically Black 
College and University). Since 2007 the local NWI program 
has awarded over $530,000 in scholarships to low income 
students to help them get to and through college.

The greatest barrier to college 
access today is financial, 
especially with changes in loan 
eligibility requirements and the 
rising costs of higher education. 
A UNCF study showed that 

there is a 70% 6-year graduation rate of African American UNCF 
scholarship recipients. The Crown Point Community Foundation grant 
helped to defray the costs of the local scholarship program.

He never let the fact that he was 
deaf and had to wear a cochlear implant get in the way of his goals. An avid baseball player, Alec played first 
base for the Cal Ripken World Series Championship Team, which won five consecutive State Championships.

Unfortunately, Alec, who often used the phrase "dope," passed 
away at the age of 17 from a rare form of E. coli on July 14, 2017.

"He had a great personality and a great sense of humor," said 
Steve Strayer, Alec's junior varsity baseball coach. "He worked 
hard as a player and worked hard at his game. He was 
a great kid."

"Alec was an amazing son, brother and friend," said his mother, 
Lynn Matalin. "His wit, smile and ability to make others laugh was 
like no other. He was suddenly taken too soon but deserves to be 
honored for the time he spent with us and made our lives more fun 
and rewarding."

Acting on these wishes, Alec's family established the Alec Matalin 
Memorial Dope Scholarship at the CPCF. The initial goal of the fund 
is to award a scholarship each year for the next few years, aligning 
with the time that Alec would have been a college student.

"The response has been amazing," said Crown Point Community 
Foundation President Mary Nielsen. "We've received donations 
from all over the country."

The Alec Matalin Memorial Dope Scholarship awarded two 
scholarships to Crown Point High School students in 2018 and 
two more in 2019. So far, a total of $8,500 has been awarded.

"Applicants are to submit an essay about how they overcame 
adversity in their life," Nielsen said. Recipients must also have 
a minimum 3.0 GPA and be involved in a school-related or 
recreational sport.

Throughout the loss of her son and the establishment of his 
scholarship fund, Lynn Matalin found comfort and support from 
a group of women she calls her "Love Tribe."

memory alive by doing great things in his loving memory," Lynn said.  
"I miss him so much and It makes me feel like he’s still here with us 
even though he isn’t physically here. We were all brought together 
through a wonderful time in our lives when our boys won the World 
Series as 12 year olds. And now sadly we are all bonded together 
again to remember and honor Alec, who was taken away much too 
soon. He was loved by so many, he deserved the very best, and I 
hope that we are making him proud by spreading his joy to others 
in a town and community that he loved to be a part of."

The scholarship is supported by two fundraising efforts. "Love 2 
Alec" is an annual event on the first Saturday following Valentine's 
Day. The event consists of a dinner and dance with basket raffles.

"We sold out in a short period and went to capacity there and 
couldn't sell any more tickets," said Paula Fender, one of the 
members of the 'Love Tribe.' "It's pretty evident how great of a kid 
(Alec) was just by the response we've seen and the outpouring 
of love."

The other major fundraiser for the scholarship fund is a golf outing at 
Summer Tree golf course in Crown Point. This year's second annual 
outing will be held on September 29. 

The eventual goal for the scholarship fund, once it reaches the 
point at which Alec would have graduated from college, is to turn 
it into a permanent endowment at the CPCF. This would allow the 
distribution of the Alec Matalin Memorial Dope Scholarship Fund to 
help students pursuing higher education indefinitely.
